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philosophical reason; it is also because the death penalty provides us with one of the most spectacular and
spectacularly obscene expressions of Freud’s death drive. Written with rigor, elegance, and wit, this book
will be essential reading for anyone interested in Freud, Derrida, and the many critical debates to which their
thought gives rise.
