In The Modern History of Japan: From Tokugawa Times to the Present, Andrew Gordon paints a richly
nuanced and strikingly original portrait of the last two centuries of Japanese history. He takes students from
the days of the shogunate--the feudal overlordship of the Tokugawa family--through the modernizing
revolution launched by midlevel samurai in the late nineteenth century; the adoption of Western hairstyles,
